-Lymph nodes on front of neck
(hothing on back of neck)

-Branchial cleft cysts

-Thyroglossal duct cysts

- Thyroidectomy

CHEST

-Central lines/ports placement and removals
-Congenital lung lesions

-Tracheo-esophageal stula and esophageal atresia
-Spontaneous pneumothorax and recurrence or bleb
bullae disease

-Pectus excavatum and carinatum

-Chest wall lesions

BREAST

-Breast masses
-Gynecomastia in boys

EXTREMITIES

-OK for lipomas and bumps, but no cysts around joints
(wrist ganglion cyst or knee bakers cysts)

-Adrenal masses

-Atresias-duodenal, small bowel, colonic
-Biliary atresia

-Choledochal cyst

-Gallbladder

-Gastroschisis

-Gastrostomy tubes/Jejunostomy tubes
-Hernias-umbilical and groin
-Hirschsprung disease

-Intestinal rotational abnormalities
-Intussusception
